What’s New This Year? 

Gospel Weeklies 

Elementary and high school students will be 
using a lectionary-based curriculum that fea-
tures Gospel Weeklies. In addition to learning, 
reviewing and reinforcing the basic Church 
teachings that need to be mastered at each 
grade level, students 
will receive weekly les-
sons in a convenient 
leaflet format designed 
to inspire children and 
youth to live the Gos-
pel in their daily lives. 
Every lesson goes 
home to involve par-
ents as well. Since our 
F a i t h  F o r m a t i o n 
classes only meet 2-3 
times per month, stu-
dents will be bringing 
home the Gospel 
Weeklies to cover the 
weeks that we are not in 
session. Completed ses-
sions will then be re-
turned to their class 
leader for check-off.
